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Course Description:
In this introduction to digital photography, you will learn basic photography skills such as:

· parts of the camera

· the advantages and disadvantages of digital photography

· how to transfer images onto a computer and edit them using certain techniques. 

· various photography techniques, such as:

·  framing

· the rule of thirds

· using different lighting

· unique point of views

· close ups
We will be taking pictures in various locations and of various activities so that students gain a familiarity with their digital camera, as well as develop unique skills which will help them to take interesting and appealing pictures.

Some examples of units we will cover are:

1. Sports Photography (action shots)

2. Seasonal Photography (depending on the term the class is taken)

3. Portraits

4. Abstract Photography


Grading: 

1. Participation and Effort in class

2. Quality and completion of work throughout the term


Digital Photography Contract:

Each student will be assigned a camera to use only during digital photography class. Each student will therefore be held responsible for the maintenance and care of their assigned camera as they will be the only student using it during the term that the class is taken. Should anything happen to that camera or it be damaged in any way, students will be asked to repair or pay the damage that was incurred. Please read and sign the following contract and return to Ms. Shute that you can begin taking pictures with your camera.
1. _____I will not use my camera at any time other than digital photography class, unless given permission by Ms. Shute.
2. _____ I will provide my own batteries, (4 AA), and replace them if they run out of charge. If I do not provide my own batteries I will work in the classroom on core subject material until I provide batteries.

3. _____I will not allow others to use my camera. If I do and that person damages my camera, I realize that I will be held responsible for that damage.

4. _____I will return my assigned camera at the end of every digital photography class.
5. _____Should I be reckless with my camera and not treat it carefully, I understand that it is in Ms. Shute’s discretion to not allow me to use it for a given period of time. During that time, I will complete an alternative assignment.
6. _____Should I be taking inappropriate pictures, or pictures that do not follow assignment guidelines, I understand that it is in Ms. Shute’s discretion to not allow me to use the camera for a given period of time.

7. _____My camera will be in the same condition at the end of the term as it was in the beginning of the term.
